A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF AN IRREVOCABLE LETTER OF CREDIT FOR THE 

CITY OF OSCEOLA, ARKANSAS 

WHEREAS, the Mayor and City Council, acting for and on behalf of the citizens of Osceola, Arkansas, 
have determined that there is a need for the City of Osceola to obtain an irrevocable letter of credit in 
the amount of one million dollars ($1,000,000.00); and 

WHEREAS, section eleven of the Agreement for Electric Service between Mississippi County Electric 
Cooperative and the City of Osceola, Arkansas will allow the City of Osceola to provide an acceptable 
irrevocable letter of credit in lieu of a deposit as here-to-described: 

11. Deposit 

Osceola shall deposit with MCEC an amount equal to the estimated average monthly bill from 
MCEC. Deposit shall be made upon effective date of the Agreement. As an alternative, Osceola 
may provide an acceptable irrevocable letter of credit in lieu of a deposit. The irrevocable letter 
of credit is subject to the approval of MCEC as to form, content, and provider based on the sole 
judgment of MCEC as to sustainability. 

WHEREAS, the City of Osceola has received proposals for the following: 

• First Commercial Bank- Issue a letter of credit in the amount of $1,000,000.00 with a 
fee amount of $20,000.00 annually, fee guaranteed for three (3) years; 

• Regions Bank - Issue a letter of credit in the amount of $1,000,000.00 with a fee 
amount of $25,000.00 annually, fee guaranteed for three (3) years; and 

WHEREAS, the irrevocable letter of credit will be secured by a pledge of surplus utility system revenues. 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Mayor of the City of Osceola, Arkansas, Dickie Kennemore, and 
the Finance Director for the City of Osceola, Steve Purtee, are hereby authorized to execute the letter of 
credit, security documents, and all other documents necessary and incidental thereto as re9uired by 
First Commercial Bank, and all such actions are hereby approved by the Mayor and City Coupcil of the 
City of Osceola.

Street & Sanitation Department Update 

Due to the Christmas holiday, vacation days and a large amount of leaves some OSD 

services did not get the attention they needed. Storm ditches and culverts did not get the 

maintenance required. Pothole repair was also reduced. The month of January will permit the 

OSD to give streets and roads the attention needed. 

The month of December 271 truckloads of leaves, grass, brush and limbs were taken to 

the city Material Recovery Facility. Also during the month 5 stop signs and 2 street marker posts 

were replaced or repaired. During the month of December road repairs and pothole repairs 

were addressed by the OSD on a smaller scale. 

During the month of December the street department performed maintenance on 7 

storm boxes, 3 storm ditches and 6 culverts. A total of 72 storm boxes were cleaned. Several 

drain pipes were also blown out. Storm ditch and storm box maintenance will continue to be a 

priority. Maintenance has been a great asset to the reduction of flooding.

IN THE CITY LIMITS OF OSCEOLA; PRESCRIBING PENALITIES THEREFORE; 
DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES. 

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the City of Osceola to set up a fine and classification 
through an Ordinance to enforce the prohibition of Un-muffled Engine Braking ("Jake 
Braking") within the city limits of Osceola. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
OSCEOLA, ARKANSAS: 

Section 1. The use or application of Un-muffled Engine Braking, also known as "Jake 
Braking" is hereby prohibited within the city limits of Osceola, Arkansas. 

Section 2. Violation of this Ordinance shall be a misdemeanor, and upon conviction be 
subject to a fine of not less than $50.00 nor more than $100.00 for a first offense, and a 
fine of not less than $1 00.00 nor more than $500.00 for second or subsequent offenses 
within one (1) year of the previous conviction. 

Section 3. The Mayor of Osceola shall apply to the Arkansas Department of 
Transportation for a permit to erect signs regarding the existence of such Ordinance on 
every state highway at the city limit lines of the City of Osceola. 

Section 4. That this ordinance is necessary for the protection of the peace, health and 
safety of the citizens of Osceola, and therefore an emergency is declared to. exist, and 
this ordinance shall go into effect from and after its passage and approval.

ORDINANCE NO . 1415 

AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING NOISE PREVENTION AND PROHIBITING 
THE PRACTICE KNOWN AS "JAKE-BRAKING" (MOTOR- BRAKING), 
PROVIDING FOR PENALTIES FOR SUCH , AND DECLARING AN 
EMERGENCY 

WHEREAS, it is t he findi ng of the Board o f Dire c t ors of the Ci ty 
o f Hope , Arkansas t hat numerous c omplai nts have been made r egarding 
t he practice o f " jake- brakin g " b y large trucks and that the noise 
c rea t e d by this process is d isruptive t o residents i n the hospita l , 
nu r sing home , busi ne sses a nd r e sident s wi th homes s i tuated near the 
city ' s major hig hways . 

NOW THEREFORE , BE I T ORDAI NED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE 
CITY OF HOPE , ARKANSAS as f o llows : 

SECTION 1: It sha l l be unla wf u l f o r the d river o f any vehicle t o 
us e o r opera t e o r cause to be used o r operated wit hin the Ci t y of 
Hope , Arka nsas a ny mecha nical exhaus t device , o r motor brake , designed 
t o a i d in t he braki n g o r dec eleration o f any ve hicle which r esults in 
t he e x cess ive , loud, unusual o r explosi ve noise f rom suc h vehi cle , or 
othe rwi se e nga g e i n what i s known as '' jake- bra king . However , i t is an 
affirmative defe n se to a v iola tion o f t h i s o r dina nce that motor­
bra king was used o n an emergency basi s to a vo i d d amage t o property , or 
a pe rsonal injury. 

SECTION 2: Any person , f i rm o r corporation v i o lating t h is 
Ordi nanc e s hall be gu ilty o f a misdemeanor a nd upon c onviction hereof 
s hal l pay a fine not e xceeding $200 . 00 f o r each o ffen se . 

SECTION 3: En forcemen t of this ord inanc e shall b e de l ayed unt il 
s i gns ha v e been pos t ed o n all major r oadways ente ring or b ypassi ng the 
City of Ho pe , Ar ka ns as . Said s i gns shall be posted on or near said 
r o a d ways statin g in lang uage simi l ar to :

NO. 1415 , UNLESS FOR EMERGENCY PURPOSESu 

SECTION 4: EMERGENCY CLAUSE: Whe r e a s present traffic r egulatio n s 
noi se and traffic i n areas c overed by t h is Or d i nanc e a nd i t i s of the 
utmost importance t o provide f or t he heal t h, saf ety and a r e i nadequate 
t o con tro l peace o f t he ci t izens o f Hop e , Ar kan sas , an emergency is 
declared t o e xist . Therefore this Or dinance shall be i n f u ll f orce and 
eff ect from and after i ts a doption a nd p ublication .

" ft shall be unlawful for any individual residing west of Elm Street in Osceola, 
Arkansas, to place his or her garbage or waste on the street for collection prior to 
Tuesday mornings and Friday mornings, and after 9:00 o'clock A.M. on those 
mornings, those days being the days for collection of garbage by the City 
Sanitation Department for said residences. 

J. All garbage or waste to be picked up by the City Sanitation Department must be 
placed in plastic bags, and may not be placed in any other type of container. 

4. Any person convi<.:tc<l of a first offense for a violation of any of the above 
sections, shall be fined the sum of Ten Dollars (S l 0.00), plus costs of Court. The 
second convic!ion for the violation of any of the above-sections, shall be fined the 
sum of Twenty-f-ive Dollars ($25.00) plus costs of Court. A third of subsequent 
conviction for the viola t ion of any of the above sections, shall result in a ·fine of 
Fi ft.y Dollars (S50.00), plus costs of Court. Ord. No. 1988-619.
